Warwick and Monique own a 3500 acre farm near 
Texas NSW. Their soil has been degraded from a 
history of over grazing and with the onset of this 
drought their carbon levels sit at around 0.5-1% 

carbon levels. 

Their property runs livestock including goats and 
sheep. It is a conventional farm and and most of the 

soil is bare.. The dams are currently dry and they 
have destocked to prevent soil erosion.

Carbon8 offers them hope that through this historic 
drought, by making changes to their management 
practices, they can come out of the drought with a 
focus on restoring the landscape while running a 

profitable farming enterprise.
